IMPORTANT INFORMATION

For use with LB 7803 Belle Aire basin

Professional installation

We recommend that our products are fitted by
a fully qualified professional. A ‘tester’ should
be used to ensure there are no hidden pipes or
electric cables installed where the product is to
be fitted.

Wall fixings

The screws and wall plugs provided are suitable
for most brick walls. However, appropriate
fixings should be used if the wall is plasterboard

or soft building block.
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2 x Wall brackets

I With the legs spaced approximately 500mm 2 Screw the six side rails onto the threaded
apart, carefully insert the threaded ends of ends.
the front rails through the holes in the legs.
Be careful not to scratch or damage the legs.

Repeat this process for all three front rails.



Locate one of the wall brackets on to the side
rails. Secure this in place using three brass
fixing screws. Repeat this on remaining wall

bracket.

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Leg base and inner tube are level

Leg adjustment

Before installation we recommend adjusting
the length of the legs. This will ensure that you
have +/- 3mm of adjustment when levelling
the basin stand. To do this rotate each foot
until the measurement from the base of the
foot to the top of the metal section of the leg

is 770mm. See above.
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Leg base rotated to increase height
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Installation

Position the basin stand against wall.

Use a spirit level to check the legs are vertical/
horizontal.

Rotate leg base for height adjustment (please
note that the legs cannot be cut shorter).
Mark the hole positions for the wall plates.
Drill the wall using a suitably sized drill bit.
Insert the wall plugs into the holes.

Secure the basin stand to wall.

Position the basin on the basin stand and
secure basin to wall before fitting pipework

connections.
